What is Little League?

Little League Football ® is a national organisation. Its main objective is to provide organised football,
as governed by the F.A., to both boys and girls between the ages of 9 and 14 years. We are also
fortunate in being able to offer Bantams to our younger members aged between 6 and 8.

The main difference between Little League Football ® and other football bodies is that no-one is
picked on ability; we give everyone the opportunity to play.

Kingston Little League play mainly on Latchmere Recreation ground, on Latchmere Road/Lane in
North Kingston. The Bantams play, for th2004/2005 seasonat Kew Association ground, Riverside
Drive, Kew.

Structure 2004/2005 Season

The Football Association have ruled that, from the start of the 2001/2002 season, 11-a-side football
should only be played with teams consisting of children with a 2 year age range in any one team.
Additionally, Kingston Little League are now free to extend the age range of players to include
players under 14 years of age (on 1st September at the start of the next season).

Kingston Little League consists of sets of team formed into leagues based on age, each team being
identifed by shirt colour and, when available, their sponsor's name:

Senior League: 6 teams for Under 14's and Under 13's
Amber, Dark Blue, Green, Light Blue, Red, Maroon

Intermediate League: 8 teams for Under 13's and Under 12's
Dark Blue, Gold, Light Blue, Maroon, Orange, Cuffe Red, Trident Stripes, White

Junior League: 8 teams for Under 11's
Ambers, Microtees Dark Blues, Light Blues (Lords), Maroons, Reds, Trident Stripes, Oranges
(Intangible Business), Belvoir Lettings

7-a-side: 14 Mini-soccer teams for Under 10's, Under 9's and those players not ready for 11-a-side
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football.
Amber, Dark Blue (Scalphunters), Blue Knights, Celts, Peach Golds, Latimar Greens, Light Blue,
Maroon, Orange, Red, BarBa Red Stripes, Trident Stripes, White, Yellow

HISTORY

Kingston Little League was formed in the late 1970's as part of a national structure across South London and
the West Midlands. An inaugural meeting was arranged on 12th September 1976 by the National Executive
(the controlling body of the overall Little League Football ® organisation). A committee was formed to help
set up the league, and Kingston Little League kicked off their first official league games in January 1978.
When we began, there were only six Senior League sides. The Bantams, the Intermediates and the Seven-
a-sides were still to come!

WHAT WAS IT LIKE, BACK IN 1977? It may seem difficult to imagine what it was like way back then, but to
be involved in a scheme that was fresh and new - and a great idea too - was very rewarding.

To see just how Kingston Little League has grown to become the second largest Little League in
London/Surrey, let's do a little "time travelling”...

1977 - Our inaugural season began with six sides - Ambers (Lambs Lions), Dark Blues (International Imps),
Light Blues (Hollidge United) Greens (Green Giants) Reds (Red Rovers) and Whites (Tommags Tornadoes).
Whites, incidentally, changed to Maroons in our sixth year. This league is now known as the Senior League.

1978/79 - Due to the popularity of the league, a "Reserve League" had to be introduced the very next
season. This became known as the Intermediate League, which in its first season had four teams. This
number was increased to six sides the following year.

1979/80 - The Bantams begin! Young William Goodyear, who had recently left the Senior League team
Ambers, gathered together a handful of players for informal kick-arounds on Dinton Field and started this
"younger set". This would provide the entrance for newcomers to Kingston Little League.

1988 It's our 10th Anniversary and an especially big Gala Day celebration needed an especially big
Programme. Now you can download it by clicking on the picture.

1997/98 - 18 years later, and in January 1997 two new teams the Whites (Knights) and Stripes (Paul Abbott)
made their Intermediate debuts. Not long after that and the Blue Hoops (the Chieftains) and the Oranges
took the number of Intermediate teams to ten.
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1998/99 - While the Seniors still had the customary six teams, the Intermediate reached the dozen mark, as
Golds and Yellows (Canbury Allstars) were introduced. And so the Intermediate League was split into two
divisions.

Surely, with 20 teams in all (Senior and Intermediate) we had reached our limit? No. The youngsters of
Kingston were evidently thirsty for more. The very brave decision was taken to start a Seven-a-side League
to ease the waiting list and to help the booming Bantams! So six Seven-a-side teams began in September
1998. They were the Maroons, Dark Blue, Light Blue, Red, Amber and Green.

1999/2000 - A new pitch had to be squeezed in to accommodate six more Seven-a-side teams, and they
were the Blue Hoops, Red Hoops, Orange, White, Stripes and Yellows. So now we had two divisions, now
called the Tudor End Division (nearest Tudor Drive) and the School End Division (nearest Latchmere
School). This season has been badly affected by very wet weather and many matches were postponed and
league programmes curtailed because all the pitches were waterlogged. In fact Dinton Field - home of the
Bantams - has often been almost completely under water.

2000 - This website was created and first uploaded. Designed for KLL by Michael Pryce, the Webmaster
John Penberthy began updating and adding pages weekly. As the site developed photgraphs were added,
and you can still find every picture if you check out the archives below! The idea was keenly taken up and
Press secretary Michael Macey wrote this History page and contributed to many of the others. It is he who
weekly collates the results and tables for the site and for League and supplies them to the site and to the
Surrey Comet.

2001/2002 - The 11-a-side Leagues were revamped to take into account a new ruling from the F.A. that
children could only play in teams with a two year age range. Accordingly the decision was taken to add yet
another League to the structure. Now there were leagues for Under 14's, Under13/12's and Under 11's.

2002/2003 At the start of the 2002/3 season the leagues were renamed the Senior, Intermediate and Junior
Leagues respctively. In addition four more 7-a-side teams were added - Celts & Golds,making 14 teams in
total!

This season also marked the beginning of Kingston Little League's 25th Season!

We've been about...

While Latchmere Recreation Ground has always been our home, we have had several different venues over
the years for our Cup Finals. For these the League first used the former Kingstonian Football Club ground on
Richmond Road, Kingston. When the site was redeveloped as housing the League moved to the sports
ground at Latchmere Prison. This site was also then taken for a housing development and so we moved
again, this time to the ground adjacent to the North Kingston Centre. Now this is the site of Fernhill Primary
School. For our Finals of 1998/9 we were allowed to use Kingstonian F.C.'s ground at Kingsmeadow,
Kingston Road. However our leaguegames - with some rare exceptions for play-offs on Dinton Field - have
always been at Latchmere Recreation Ground.

On this field on Saturday mornings between September and May you will find four football pitches, and on
those pitches you can see something approaching twenty matches during the morning, starting at 9a.m. and
finishing sometime after 2p.m.

Unsurprisingly, Dinton Field was recently the subject of a planning application and the League successfully
became a prime mover in arguing against a development on this site, thus preserving the last green-field
area in north Kingston.

Aims

The original aim of Little League Football ® was to provide organised football for children regardless of ability
and in a high quality environment. Kingston Little League is the largest voluntary organisation for youth in the
Borough of Kingston upon Thames and the second largest Little League in England, contributing to the
quality of life of local children and the local community at a very low cost and with no public subsidy.
